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_ Bordered Jacket

Start with a simple jacket pattern, double needles, triple needles,
and Fiber-etch. Use a natural fiber for the jacket with a synthetic
underneath. Fiber-etch the jacket fiber between rows of satin
stitched scallops to expose the synthetic fabric, creating a
unique, trimmed look.

Supplies

* Collarless, dropped shoulder jacket pattern

* Cotton, linen, or rayon fabric - amount according
to pattern

* Y yard silk or synthetic fabric (stripe gives an
interesting look)

* Fusible interfacing (nylon tricot works well), enough
for entire front and back

* One 1 “ button

» Small raglan shoulder pads

» Open embroidery foot (BERNINA® #20 or #20C)

» Matching thread for fashion fabric

 Accent threads for decorative work, 2 spools

Fiber Etch: Apply liberally to the area between stitching.
A small, stiff nylon paint brush helps scrub the gel into all
areas. Allow to dry — a hair dryer on a cool setting can
be used to speed the process. Iron the treated area until
darker color appears and rinse the residue off. Use a small
stiff toothbrush to help remove the treated fibers. The
upper fabric is removed, exposing the silk underneath.

: Let dry, then press.
